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Fondazione IRI and the Summer School: nature and scope
Over the past three years, Fondazione IRI
 (www.fondazioneiri.it) has made the Summer School - one of its initiatives to promote high quality, international standing business studies in Italy - a regular event to promote cutting edge international research and discussion on management studies, involving professors and researchers, managers, business analysts, post-docs and PhD students.

The Summer School is part of a broader programme of activities in the field of management studies organized by Fondazione IRI, which also includes post doctoral research scholarships and PhD fellowships awarded to talented Italian students, who are admitted to prestigious PhD programs in business schools and universities worldwide. The Summer School combines lectures and research seminars by prominent international scholars, presentations of papers by students and young scholars, as well as speeches by top managers, policy-makers and other experts.

The 2006 Summer School
Every year, the Summer School is centered on a specific theme. The title of the 2006 Summer School – which will begin on Sunday, June 11, with a welcome dinner and will finish on the afternoon of Friday, June 16 - is Individual and Corporate Entrepreneurship in High-Tech Industries.

The 2006 Summer School will host about 25 people. About twenty of them will be PhD students or post-docs from leading business schools and doctoral programmes in Europe and elsewhere; about five of them will be young managers selected within the Finmeccanica group.

The Summer School consists of four days of lectures and seminars and one final day characterised by a panel of experts, who will discuss among them and with participants about the topics covered during the week.

On each one of the first four days, one or two scholars will give a lecture, which will be followed by class discussion. The lecture might continue in the afternoon, which is the time for students’ presentations, selected according to their quality, stage of development, and consistency with the School’s topic. Students will have the opportunity of receiving immediate feedbacks by professors and the best paper presented will be awarded a 1.000 Euro prize.

Venue of the Summer School
The venue of the 2006 Summer School is the International School for Advanced Education (SIAF) http://www.siafvolterra.it/en/index.php located in Volterra, a beautiful town in the heart of Tuscany, rich of Etruscan archaeological treasures.

Volterra is about 70 minutes away from Pisa and about 60 minutes from Florence. Both Pisa and Florence are served with direct flights from major European cities.

The School organizers will assist participants in organizing transportation to and from the chosen airport or railway station.

The Summer School is coordinated by Prof. Andrea Piccaluga (Sant’Anna School of Advanced Studies, Pisa) and Prof. Simone Ferriani (research fellow, University of Cambridge and University of Bologna).

The website of the Summer School (www.siafvolterra.it) will contain further information about the faculty (such as their CV and home page) as well as articles and papers which will be discussed during the lectures and materials which participants may wish to share.

The Programme
Participants are expected to arrive in Volterra during the afternoon of Sunday, June 11. The Summer School will officially begin with a welcome dinner on that same day and will finish on Friday, June 16, after lunch.

The Sunday night dinner will be introduced by Prof. Antonio Pedone, President of Fondazione IRI and Prof. Riccardo Varaldo, President of Sant’Anna School of Advanced Studies.

The Summer School is organized around four main teaching topics that will be covered between Monday to Thursday. The final roundtable with managers and entrepreneurs will close the School on Friday.

Topic One (Monday, Prof. Garud), Foundations of entrepreneurship (technology and institutions).

Topic Two (Tuesday, Prof. Cattani and Prof. Clarysse), Technological entrepreneurship, and technology transfer.

Topic Three: (Wednesday, Prof. Romanelli and Prof. Shapira), The local and regional dimensions of entrepreneurship.

Topic Four: (Thursday, Prof. Hsu), Entrepreneurs on the market for ideas and technologies.

On Friday, June 16, the Summer School will end with a morning roundtable panel hosting top managers from multinational firms, such as Giancarlo Grasso (Finmeccanica), Andrea Cuomo (ST Microelectronics), Alessandro Pastore (Siemens), Ted Egan (ICG Consulting), Arianna Menciassi (Sant’Anna School of Advanced Studies), Alberto Sangiovanni Vincentelli* (Berkeley), Riccardo Fontanelli (Synapsis, Livorno) who will bring their experiences to further discuss the School’s topics together with some of the Summer School’s professors.

The roundtable will be opened by a short summary of the previous days. All participants will be asked to make questions and present comments to the experts invited.

The official language of the School is English.
